April School Vacation is fast approaching and the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod has great trips and activities planned to keep kids occupied while parents and guardians are at work!   The Club will be open from 8:30-5:30 every day during the vacation week with lots of fun activities available on-site.  In addition, there are some very special trips planned for an additional fee during the week.


 


Registration for the trips is open to children ages 6-12 and is on a first come, first served basis.  Permission slips and registration fees need to be filled out and paid at the time of registration.  The Boys & Girls Club has some scholarship money to offset the cost of trips and it is available with documented need.   All trips are chaperoned by the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod staff.


  


Monday, April 19


The whales are back and we kick off the week with a Whale Watch!  Departing from Plymouth Harbor, Capt John’s whale watch takes the kids to Stellwagen Bank, a marine sanctuary and one of the primary feeding grounds for Humpback Whales, Dolphins, Fin Whales, Minke Whales, and Harbor Porpoises.  Capt John’s experienced naturalists will guide them on a trip that is educational, exciting and impressive.  Kids will learn how individual humpback and finback whales can be identified using unique markings and pigmentation patterns that are found on their bodies and have a chance to join the naturalists inside the main cabin for a short introductory video, showing the most common whales, dolphins and porpoises that migrate to here to feed throughout the season. The bus leaves the Boys & Girls Club at 10:30 and arrives back at 4:30.  Cost is $28.00 per person. Please note: children must dress for the weather and bring a heavy jacket.  Tuesday, April 20


The children will be going to Boston on Tuesday to visit the Boston Museum of Science.   The bus leaves the Boys and Girls Club at 10 am and returns at 430. Cost is $22.00 per child and kids should bring a packed lunch.  


 Wednesday, April 21


On Wednesday the field trip is to Ryan Family Amusements in Hyannis for bowling and the arcade. Cost: $12.00 per person includes shoe rental, bowling and transportation.  The bus leaves the club at 12 and returns at 3:00.  Please make sure you pack a lunch and kids have extra money for the arcade.


Thursday, April 22


On Thursday, the children will be celebrating Earth Day at the Cape Cod Museum of Natural History.  The kids will be doing an arts and crafts project, taking a guided nature walk, planting a tree, and helping with a beach cleanup. Cost: $12.00 per person includes admission and transportation.  The bus leaves the club at 10:45 and returns at 3:30   Please make sure that the children pack a lunch.


Friday, April 25


A trip to the Mashpee Commons Movie Theater is scheduled for Friday.  The children will be going to see a PG movie and the cost is $8.00 per person. Children should bring additional money for snacks!  


 


As usual, the Boys & Girls Club Kraft Family Clubhouse will be open from 8:30am to 5:30 pm on all vacation days.  Activities and games will be available at the Club all day long for any Cape child in grades 1-6 during this time.  If a child is going to be at the Club for the entire 9 hours, they must bring a healthy lunch and snacks. The Club has asked that parents please dress children for the weather since they may play outside during the day.   The drop-in program and activities at the Club are free for members and there is a vacation week membership fee of $5 a day for non- members.   Membership forms must be filled out and returned by the parents before a child may go on a field trip. The Boys & Girls Club provides an after school program every day after school that is open to all Cape Cod children and teens, ages 6-18.   Membership is only $50 for the entire school year and scholarships are available to offset that fee if needed.  The Kraft Family Clubhouse on Frank E. Hicks Drive is normally open during the school year for children in grades 1-8 from 2 pm until 6 pm every weekday after school.   Teens in grades 9-12 can attend the Teen Club at Mashpee High School from 2-6 pm.   The Kraft Family Clubhouse opens from 6-8 pm for Teen Night Monday through Thursday and is open for Teen Night on Friday from 6-10 pm
