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Harwich Junior Theater Creative Drama Workshops for Kids at

Starting on Monday, January 28 the Harwich Junior Theater will be presenting a series of 6 Creative Drama workshops after school for children in grades 1-4 at the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod.  Children in the group will celebrate their creativity and will develop their ideas and engage in problem solving while exploring movement, voice, improvisation, theater games, and characters from literature.  Working in teams with the Harwich Junior Theater instructors, children will create their own poems and stories that will be brought to life using their new theatrical skills.  The Creative Drama group will meet on Monday's from 3:30-4:30 except during school vacation weeks.  Workshop dates are January 28, February 4, 11, and 25, and March 3 and 10.


The Harwich Junior Theater normally charges a fee per child for this type of program but the Boys & Girls Club is presenting it through a grant and there is no charge to join it for Boys & Girls Club members and only a $25 fee for non-members.  That $25 non-member fee includes a full membership in the Boys & Girls Club for the rest of the school year.  





Parents should note that if their child joins the Creative Drama group, they need to make sure that the child is at the Club on the days that the program runs and that they stay through the entire hour since space is limited.  If a child misses the program or leaves early, that slot goes unused when it could have been taken by another child who really wanted to be in the program - therefore, the Boys & Girls Club will charge a small fee for any child missing a session or leaving early.  Parents can call the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod to sign their kids up for this wonderful program anytime before it starts.  Space will be assigned on a first come, first served basis.





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is centrally located on the Upper Cape in Mashpee on 31 Frank E. Hicks drive off of Rt. 151 and behind the Mashpee Police & Fire Stations.  Membership in the Club is open to any Cape Cod child or teen ages 6-18 and is only $25 for the entire school year.
