February School Vacation is coming soon.   The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod can keep your child busy and active over the school vacation!  They will be supervised, have fun and there are field trips and special activities planned for them all week. 

In addition to regular Club activities all week, children can go on staff supervised field trips to 5 very special places.  Trips fill up quickly and parents are urged to sign their kids up early to ensure a spot on the trip of their choice.    

On Monday, February 19, 2007 the Club will be taking a up to 40 children to the Good Time Emporium, New England's largest indoor amusement center in Somerville to play arcade games, laser tag and go on rides, including an indoor rollercoaster, bumper cars, and go-carts.  The bus will leave the Boys & Girls Club at 9:30 AM and return at 3:30 PM.   There is a fee for the trip of $22 per child which includes transportation, a pizza lunch, 40 tokens and 2 tickets for lazer tag.  Kids should bring extra money for additional tokens, rides, and for snacks. 

On Tuesday, February 20, 2007 the Boys & Girls Club will be taking the children Swimming at the Sandwich High School Pool in Sandwich.  The bus will leave the Club at 12:15 and return at 4:30 PM.  There is a fee for the trip of $12 per child which includes transportation and swimming. Children must able to swim, and should bring a bathing suit and towel.    

On Wednesday, February 21, 2007 the kids will be going Bowling at Leary Family Amusements.  The bus leaves the Club at 12:30 AM and returns at 3:00 PM.  The fee for the trip is  $11 per child and includes transportation, bowling and shoes. Children should bring extra money for tokens and snacks.   

On Thursday, February 22 the Club will be taking up to 40 children Snow Tubing at Nashoba Valley’s Snow Tubing Park.   This trip is very popular and early sign up is advised.   Nashoba Valley has the largest snow tubing park in New England and includes fifteen lanes that are serviced by four lifts and maintained by Nashoba's experienced grooming fleet.   There is a fee of $30 per child for the trip and that includes snow tubes and admission.  The bus will be leaving the Boys & Girls Club at 9 am and will return around 4 pm.  Children should bring lunch or have extra money to purchase lunch at Nashoba Valley.   Children must be at least 42 inches tall to go on this trip. 
On Friday, February 23, the Club will be taking a group to the Mashpee Commons Cinema to watch a G-rated movie.   The cost is $7 which covers admission.  Children should bring extra money for popcorn or snacks.   The group will walk over to the movies at about 12:30 pm.  Kids should dress for the weather.
Trips are open to any child ages 6-18 on Cape Cod and are supervised by the staff of the Boys & Girls Club.  Children must be, or become, members of the Club and have a signed parental permission slip is order to go on a field trip.   Fees normally include transportation and admission and children should bring snacks and lunch or extra money to purchase it.  The Club has limited scholarship money available to defray the cost of the field trips for families with documented need.  
The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod will be open from 8:30am until 5:30 pm for all Cape Cod children during the February school vacation week and will have lots of games and activities planned for those children not going on a field trip.   
The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is centrally located in Mashpee on 31 Frank E. Hicks drive off of Rt. 151 and behind the Mashpee Police & Fire Stations.  Membership in the Club is open to any Cape Cod child or teen ages 6-18.
