Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod & the Heritage Museums and Gardens


Will Run a Two Day Print-Making Workshop for Kids








On Tuesday, March 21 and Wednesday, March 22 the Boys & Girls Club of Cape and Heritage Museums and Gardens located in Sandwich will be offering a presenting a Printmaking Workshop for youth ages 9-13 at the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod.  ��This two-session workshop will allow participants to explore the art of printmaking, first through a hands-on examination of artifacts used in the production of lithographs in Heritage Museum’s collection, and then by creating their own relief printing plate and an edition of prints. 


Children will have the opportunity to create their own design.  After creating it, they will transfer it to the surface of their plate.  Abbie Edens, Coordinator of Family & Community Programs at Heritage Museums and Gardens, tells us that the plates are made of a material similar to linoleum but easier to work with.  


Participants will use a variety of tools to cut away areas of their design.  They will then roll ink onto their plate and transfer their image onto paper, experimenting with multiple printings to create an interesting series. All materials will be provided – kids just need to bring their imagination!   Parents should note that sharp tools will be used with adult supervision.


While there is no charge to participate, class size is limited and parents should sign kids up early for this wonderful chance to explore hands-on art with one of the premier museums in New England.  


Children need to be, or become, members of the Boys & Girls Club to participate, however, membership is good for the rest of the school year and provides unlimited daily free access to great programs like this, and to the many special trips offered by the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod  


The Club is open to all Cape Cod children and teens, ages 6-18, and runs programs in the following areas every day – education and tutoring, arts & crafts, sports and gym activities, playing pool, foosball, air hockey, ping pong, board games or Lego’s in the games room, watching in-house movies, or going interactive in the computer lab.  


Membership is $15 and includes unlimited use of the facility and access to special programs and trips.


  


Most of the programs offered at the Club are free for members but sometimes there is a small fee to cover the cost of the program or materials.  The Boys & Girls Club philosophy is to provide services to all children, regardless of family income, and limited scholarship money is available to help cover fees when there is a documented financial need.  Please apply to the Club for scholarship funding. 


The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is centrally located on the Upper Cape in Mashpee on Rt.151 near the rotary.  The Club is open after school every day from 2:45 to 7 PM Monday through Friday for kids in grades 1-6, at Mashpee High School for teens from 2-4 pm, and on Saturdays in the winter from 10:30-4:30 for all age groups.  In addition, regular teen nights and open gym for teens are held every night of the week from 6-8 pm and on Friday from 7-10:00.  The Club is also open during school vacations from 8:30 am until 5:30 pm for all age groups.  


Children can now ride the Regional Transit Authority’s Sealine bus route between Barnstable and Falmouth to the Club.  The driver will drop them off at the front door of the Club after stopping at Mashpee Commons.  Children need to inform the bus driver when they board the bus that they are going to the Boys & Girls Club.
