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Two Ways to Earn a College Scholarship


at the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod


 


The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod provides college bound high school students or those students already in college with a way to earn a college scholarship.  





The first scholarship opportunity is offered through the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod Youth of the Year program.  The winner of the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod’s Youth of the Year competition is awarded a $1000 scholarship that can be applied to their college expenses.   To be eligible, candidates need to have been a member of the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod for at least two years and should currently be age 14-18.   While all students who meet the membership and age criteria are eligible for consideration as the Club’s Youth of the Year, all scholarship awards will be deferred until the successful completion of the first semester of the freshman year of college. 


The Club’s Youth of the Year is chosen through a competitive screening process and exemplifies the highest ideals of the Boys & Girls Clubs of America.  Each applicant is screened by a panel consisting of Boys & Girls Club staff, board, and community members.   The screening panel is looking for leadership qualities, character, service to community, club, and family, academics, poise, public speaking skills, and life goals.  Each nominee is also required to write several short essays.  All local Youth of the Year winners go on to compete at the state level as one of about 40 state finalists.  State winners receive an additional $1,000 scholarship award and advance to competitions in BGCA’s Northeast region where they can win an additional $10,000 scholarship at an event in Washington, D.C. where they are also recognized at a Congressional Breakfast and scheduled for a White House visit with the President.  The National Youth of the Year winner receives the National Youth of the Year plaque and an additional scholarship award of $15,000.  Applications for the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod Youth of the Year 2008 are available at the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod  and must be returned to the Club by March 31 to be considered.   


The second way that students, ages 17-24, can earn a college scholarship is through the Boys & Girls Club of America/AmeriCorps CLUBService Education Awards Initiative.  The Corporation for National and Community Service is a public-private partnership that oversees national service initiatives. The Education Awards Program expands opportunities for young people to serve their communities and earn financial help for further education. Boys & Girls Clubs of America’s CLUBService program is the link between AmeriCorps Education Awards and Boys & Girls Club members and alumni. 





The initiative provides AmeriCorps Education Awards worth $2,362.50 to Boys & Girls Club alumni ages 17-24 who complete 900 hours of service to the Club over a one or two-year period. Club members can receive an AmeriCorps education award for up to two terms of service. This award can be used to help pay for most college expenses, including student loans, to finance college, graduate school or vocational training. All Title IV institutions or federally-backed loans are eligible. Participants must be a U.S. citizen, national or lawful permanent resident alien.
