The Club is hoping for feed back in four key areas:


1. Service – What does the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod do for the community?   They are asking for information like do you use the Club?  Why?   If not, why?  What dreams do you have for our kids and the Club? How should the Boys & Girls Club look differently in 3 or 4 years? What do you like about the Club? What more is needed?  


2. Support- How do they get more buy-in for the program and for the kids? Leadership - Who should be helping to lead the Boys & Girls Club into the future?  What practices have you seen work in other organizations that might help the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod?  Are their other organizations that they should partner with?   What other ideas do you have that could help them better serve the children of Cape Cod?





The mission of the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is to provide a safe place to inspire and enable all young people on Cape Cod to realize their full potential as productive, responsible, and caring citizens.  The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod provides a safe place to learn and to grow through ongoing relationships with caring adult professionals and life-enhancing programs and character development experiences that foster hope and opportunity.   They serve over 800 Cape Cod children and teens, ages 6-18, in a free after school program during the winter and an affordable summer day camp during the summer.  





The Boys & Girls Club free afterschool program includes an education program with a MA certified teacher providing homework help and individual tutoring, arts, crafts, drama, sports, fitness and health programs, and character and leadership programs. The Kraft Family Clubhouse on Frank E. Hicks Drive is open after school for children in grades 1-8 from 2 pm until 6 pm every weekday.   Teens in grades 9-12 can attend the Teen Club at Mashpee High School from 2-6 pm.   The Kraft Family Clubhouse opens from 6-8 pm for Teen Night Monday through Thursday and is open for Teen Night on Friday from 6-10 pm. 





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is centrally located on the Upper Cape in Mashpee at 31 Frank E. Hicks drive off of Rt. 151 and behind the Mashpee Police & Fire Stations.  The RTA will drop kids off at the Club’s front door if they tell any driver on the Sealine Route between Hyannis and Falmouth that they are coming to the Club.  Membership in the Club is open to any Cape Cod child or teen ages 6-18 and is only $25 for the entire school year.
