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Mass. Dental Van & Free Dental Care For Children At The 


Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod 





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod has been selected as a host site for the Massachusetts Dental Society Foundation’s Mobile Access to Care (MAC) Van. The MAC Van will be at the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod on Tuesday, April 3 and Wednesday, April 4.  They will be providing free dental services available to all Cape Cod children from 2:15 pm to until 6 pm.  Children do not need to be Boys & Girls Club members to access the free dental care.  





The MAC Van is a fully equipped dental van with two dental operatories.  The Mobile Access to Care (MAC) Van is staffed by a licensed Massachusetts dentist and dental assistant.  In addition to this staff, local licensed dentists will be volunteering on the van.  All services provided on the MAC Van are free of charge.





 In order to maximize the amount of children that can be treated on the van, the dental services offerings will be focused on providing dental screenings, sealant treatment and urgent care.  If the dentist on the van determines immediate urgent care is needed for a child, the dentist will contact the parent or guardian directly to coordinate providing treatment.





If non-urgent follow up care is needed, your child will be referred to a local dentist. While the care on the van is free, follow up care will be your financial responsibility. Options for follow-up care may include:


The Massachusetts Dental Society’s, MassDentists CARE reduced fee program.  Children through the age of 18 from income-eligible families who do not have dental insurance or MassHealth coverage are invited to apply to this program that provides emergency exams, emergency treatment, x-rays, routine exams, cleanings, fluoride treatments, sealants, extractions, and fillings at a reduced rate from participating dentists.





If your child is a MassHealth patient, and you don’t currently have a dentist, you will be provided with a name of a participating dental provider.





All children treated on the van who do not have a dentist will be provided with a name of a dentist for future care needs.





 In order for a child to qualify for a free dental screening and treatment on the MAC Van, parents or guardians must complete parental authorization forms available at the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod or on their web site.  The forms include medical history information and privacy forms.  No child will receive care with out these completed forms.  Forms should be returned to the Boys & Girls Club office by Monday, April 2, 2007.





“This is a very exciting opportunity for Cape Cod children,” said Jamie Regan, Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod president. “Childhood dental decay is the single largest childhood disease that impacts children and we are delighted that we have an opportunity to host this free service.”
