BACK YARD SCIENCE PROGRAM 

AT THE BOYS & GIRLS CLUB OF CAPE COD

The Boys and Girls Club of Cape Cod and the Orenda Wildlife Land Trust are teaming up to present a 3 week session on Back Yard Science staring on April 26th at the Boys and Girls Club of Cape.  The sessions are fee and open to all Club members or new Club members but space is limited and children must sign up for this great program by April 15th.  
The program consists of the following:

Week #1 – April 26 – Students will plant their own seedlings! Each child who participates will plant two seedlings…one to take home and one to transplant into the garden at the Boys and Girls Club of Cape Cod.  Children will learn about caring for plants and will be able to watch their projects grow! 

Week #2 – May 17th – Worm Houses! What better way to create a fertile garden then to have our squirmy friends prepare the soil?  Students will bring an empty plastic juice container and the Orenda provide the worms! Worm houses will demonstrate how worms live underground and, over the following few weeks, children will observe the burrows worms create in their travels and will learn how worms nourish the soil. 

Week #3 – June 7th – Making a wildlife garden! This is when all our hard work pays off. Children will participate in the creation of a beautiful and diverse wildlife garden on the grounds of the Boys and Girls Club of Cape Cod.  The garden will be planted with seedlings meant to attract a variety of interesting insects and birds and, of course, the seedlings that students started in March.   The garden will be an excellent place for observation and continued exploration in backyard science! 

This program was created by Orenda Wildlife Land Trust and made possible by grants from Bank of America and the International Fund for Animal Welfare.

The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is located at 31 Frank E. Hicks Drive in Mashpee, right off of Route 151, near the Mashpee Commons and behind the Mashpee Police and Fire Stations.  Membership in the Club is normally $15 for the entire school year, however, in celebration of Spring, the membership fee has been reduced to $7 until the end of April.  Membership entitles children ages 6-18 to unlimited use of the Club.  The Club is open from 2 to 7 PM Monday through Friday and on Saturdays from 9:30-4:30.  In addition, regular teen nights are held on Wednesday night from 7-9 and on Friday from 7-10:00.  Children can now ride the Regional Transit Authority’s Sealine bus route between Barnstable and Falmouth to the Club.  The driver will drop them off at the Club door after stopping at Mashpee Commons.  Children need to inform the bus driver when they board that they are going to the Boys & Girls Club.
