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$100 CAMP  SCHOLARSHIPS FOR KIDS WITH PARENTS IN THE AIRFORCE, MARINES OR NAVY





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod  has announced that they have camp scholarships of $100 a child available for their Summer Day Camp for any child who has a parent in the Air Force, Marines, or Navy, either active duty or reserve.   





Times of national crisis can dramatically disrupt a military family’s life. This is especially true for the children of mobilized Reserve and active duty military personnel. But these young people can be a part of an organization that knows all


about their needs – Boys & Girls Clubs. Clubs have a long history of changing young lives across America.  Serving some 4.4 million young people with trained, caring staff and nationally recognized programs, Boys & Girls Clubs are

 “These military partnerships are a  way of giving something back and providing outreach for military children – in return for all that our military men and women give to America,” said Ann Macdonald Dailey, President of Board of Directors of the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod 





And now, through a Department of Defense initiative, Mission: Youth Outreach,  Air Force, Navy, and Marine Corps family members can get help affording summer programs and services through the Boys & Girls Club.  





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod  already provides free after school memberships for the children of all military connected families from September to June which provides access to the Club from 2-7 pm for children and from 2-8 pm for teens.  





Now the Boys & Girls Club is also able to provide a  $100 camp scholarship for their summer camp program, Camp Algonquin, for any child whose family is in those three branches of the military.  





“I wish that our grant covered children in the Army and Coast Guard,” said Ruth Provost, Club Executive Director.  “We are hoping that they will be included next year.”   In the meantime, Provost says that the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod  does have financial aid available for summer camp for any family on Cape Cod with documented financial need.   That funding comes from a variety of sources, including the Willowbend Children’s Charity, the Cape Cod Times Needy Fund, the JBS Foundation, and generous individual donors.  Parents should call the Club to see if they qualify. All financial aid applications must be into the Club by May 9th.





The Boys & Girls Club summer day camp, Camp Algonquin, is open to all children who live on, or visit Cape Cod, and runs from June 26 through August 25th.   Groups are limited to 45 children per group each week and are filled on a first come first served basis 





The Camp continues to offer extended hours for working parents in the morning from 7:30 until 8:30AM and in the evening from 5:15 until 6:15 PM.  The fee for either morning extended hours or evening extended hours is $30 a week per child and if parents need to have their children attend both sessions, the fee is $50 a week per child.  "I know how hard it is to fit kids schedule's in with those of working parents, particularly in the summer", said Provost.  "This is a service that helps busy parents.”





Camp Algonquin accepts all children in grades 1 through 9 in three age separated groups.   When camp opens this year there will be a new Counselor-In-Training Program for teens ages 13-16. Admission to the CIT Unit is through a competitive interview process.   The CITs will be learning the skills needed to work as a camp counselor in the future as well as having their own fun activities and field trips





Campers who are not enrolled in extended care may be dropped off at 8:30 AM five days a week, except for the 5th of July and August 9th when the camp is closed, and can be picked up between 5 and 5:15 PM.
