BOYS & GIRLS CLUB OF CAPE COD SUMMER CAMP 


SIGN UP IS ONGOING THROUGH JUNE





   The Boys and Girls Club of Cape Cod still has limited summer day camp space available for Camp Algonquin.  Parents can register at the Club at 31 Frank E. Hicks Drive, off of Rt. 151 behind the Mashpee Police and Fire Stations.  





   Registration for Camp Algonquin will continue until the camp is full, but parents are urged to register soon to get the weeks that they want.  ”Every year we have parents coming in after the camp is full looking for a spot for their child because the parent has to work,”  said Ruth Provost, executive director of the Club.  “One of the worst things that I have to do is tell them and their kids that they won’t be able to spend the summer here at the Club.”





   Camp Algonquin is open to all children who live on or visit Cape Cod and runs from June 27 through August 26th  Monday through Friday from 8:30-5:15.  Groups are limited to 40 children per group each week and are filled on a first come first served basis.  Payment plans and scholarship money are available with documentation of need.  





   The Camp is offering Extended Hours for working parents before and after camp again this year.  The extended hours will run in the morning from 7:30 until 8:30AM and in the evening from 5:15 until 6:15 PM.  The fee for either morning extended hours or evening extended hours is $30 a week per child and if parents need to have their children attend both sessions, the fee is $50 a week per child.  "I know how hard it is to fit kids schedule's in with those of working parents, particularly in the summer", said Ruth Provost, Boys & Girls Club Executive Director. “Parents seemed to like this option last year so we are offering it again.”





   Camp Algonquin accepts all children in grades 1 through 9 in three age separated groups.  Children not enrolled in the Extended Care program may be dropped off at 8:30 AM five days a week, except for 4h of July and August 8th when the camp is closed, and can be picked up between 5 and 5:15 PM. 


 


   Camp group levels are based on the grade being entered in September 2004.  The youngest group, comprised of children going into grades 1, 2 and 3 in September, are called the Goldfish.  The middle age group is for children entering grades 4 and 5 and the oldest campers are known as the Sharks.  The Sharks are children entering grades 6-9.  Each age group spends 2 – 3 days a week on field trips to the beach and places like Martha’s Vineyard, Adventure Island, George’s Island, Salem, whale watches, Paw Sox games, Faneuil Hall, and Water Wizz, just to name of few of the many spots the Club will visit over the summer.





   Activities for children who are not on one of the regular field trips are age appropriate and include typical summer fun like water fights, watermelon eating, kickball, relay races, nature hikes, and jump rope.  Children make lanyards from gimp, weave baskets, and engage in a range of other craft and art activities.   The outdoor basketball court and indoor gym ensure regular play for intra-club sports leagues.  Volleyball, soccer, baseball, and basketball are all sports that are available for campers.  





The full-time professional staff of the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod directs Camp Algonquin and all counselors are professionally trained and certified in compliance with the regulations of the Massachusetts Department of Health and licensed by the Mashpee Board of Health. Space is limited in each age group to maintain desirable staff to camper ratios. A Red Cross certified lifeguard accompanies the children whenever they are at the beach.  Campers at Camp Algonquin come from our own Cape towns and many are summer visitors from all over the country.





Parents registering children should come prepared to fill out registration forms, including emergency contact names and numbers.  They also need to fill out health forms and provide any accompanying documentation or additional information if a child has specific medical needs or conditions.  Immunization records and proof of a recent physical, both of which are available through the child’s pediatrician, are needed.  Medical information can be faxed directly from a doctor’s office to the Club.





The weekly fee for Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod members is $125 with a $10 registration fee for members and $25 registration fee for non- members and includes a camp T-shirt.
