BOYS & GIRLS CLUB OF CAPE COD SCHEDULES COLLEGE CAMPUS VISITS FOR HIGH SCHOOL STUDENTS








As part of the Boys and Girls Club of Cape Cod education program, the Boys & Girls Club will be sponsoring trips to visit college campuses this month and throughout the summer.  Designed for high school students who have not decided what college they want to attend, or who are not sure if they even want to go to college, theses trips will include tours of the college campus with current students and college administrators and will also have a time to ask questions about the college and financial aid opportunities.   





The Club will be taking students to a variety of different types of colleges in Massachusetts and Rhode Island over the summer, including community schools, ivy league colleges, state colleges & universities, technical schools, and military schools so that students can experience the full extent of college experience available to them.  “It has been estimated that a four year degree can boost a person’s lifetime earnings by $1 million dollars” said Ruth Provost, Boys & Girls Club Executive Director.  “No student can afford to miss the opportunity for an education after high school and we want to make it easy for them to explore all of their options and help them find a college that they like and can afford.  We will be holding financial aid information seminars for parents later this year.”  





Each trip to visit a college is limited to 12 high school students and will be chaperoned by Deborah Vaughan, the Education Coordinator at the Boys & Girls Club, and one other staff person.   There is no fee for the trips however, students must sign up in advance, register as Club members, and have a signed parental permission slip to attend.  





The first trip will be to Cape Cod Community College on May 18 from 4-6 pm.  The bus will be leaving the Boys & Girls Club at 3:30 and returning by 6:30.  Students will tour the college with a student and an administrator from the admissions office.  





On June 1st a bus will be leaving at the Boys & Girls Club at 3:30 to tour the Massachusetts Maritime Academy and will return to the Boys & Girls Club by 6:30.  Students will tour the campus with a cadet and the administrator of facilities.  





The trips are open to all Cape Cod high school students but space is limited so early sign up is encouraged.  To register or for information please call 508-477-8845.





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is located at 31 Frank E. Hicks Drive in Mashpee, right off of Route 151, near the Mashpee Commons and behind the Mashpee Police and Fire Stations.  Membership in the Club is normally $15 for the entire school year, however, the membership fee has been reduced to $7 until the end of the school year.  Membership entitles children ages 6-18 to unlimited use of the Club.  The Club is open from 2 to 7 PM Monday through Friday and on Saturdays from 9:30-4:30.  In addition, regular teen nights are held on Wednesday night from 7-9 and on Friday from 7-10:00.  Children can now ride the Regional Transit Authority’s Sealine bus route between Barnstable and Falmouth to the Club.  The driver will drop them off at the Club door after stopping at Mashpee Commons.  Children need to inform the bus driver when they board that they are going to the Boys & Girls Club.
