The Fishing Tournament starts at 7 am and runs through 4 pm, when the party moves down to the Raw Bar at Popponesset Marketplace where participants will be able to find pizza, refreshments, special prizes, and a great raffle.   Prizes will be awarded to the person catching the 1st, 2nd, and 3rd Heaviest Blue & Bass.  The cost?   $300 per boat with 4 anglers in it and $50 for each additional angler and all proceeds from the tournament will be going to Cape Cod children.   


Half of each entry will go to the Special Olympics of Cape Cod and half to the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod.   “Even if you don’t catch any fish, that’s a pretty good day’s work,” said Jamie Regan, who is on the Board of Directors at the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod and is putting a boat into the fishing tournament.  “We don’t know if we’ll catch any fish, but we do know that we’ll have a lot of fun and do a lot of good! We are so grateful to the Raw Bar for organizing this great event.”   


The rules of the tournament are simple, no live bait, all prizes are given based on the weight of the catch, all anglers must follow Massachusetts Fishing Rules for amounts and limits, all decisions by the Committee are final, and all boats must return to the Little River Boat Yard by 5 pm to qualify for prizes.
