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BOYS & GIRLS CLUB OF CAPE COD COUNSELOR IN TRAINING (C.I.T) PROGRAM IS GOING ON GREAT TRIPS THIS SUMMER





The Boys and Girls Club of Cape Cod still has room available in their Counselor in Training (CIT) Unit for teens who are ages 13-16.   The teens in this program learn workplace skills that prepare them for jobs as camp counselors and also have an itinerary of fabulous trips that are included in the nine week program that the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod has planned for this special group of young adults. 





The CITs will have an adventure filled summer of their own fun activities and field trips, including trips to other camps to spend time with other CIT units and overnight campouts.   





Even more exciting, they will be going White Water Rafting, Parasailing, River Tubing, and will spend a full day biking on Nantucket and another day of biking on Martha’s Vineyard.  





They will be going kayaking and on both a Seal Watch and a Whale Watch. They will be going to Water Wizz, to mini-golf and bowling, and spending a day at the Barnstable County Fair.  The CITs also go to one of our local Cape Cod beaches a couple of times of week.





They will also be learning the skills needed to work as camp counselors in the future by working one-on-one with the experienced Boys & Girls Club Summer Camp counselors and their units.  As part of that training, they will be going on field trips with the younger campers as well to places like the Roger Williams Zoo, Water Wizz, and camping in Nickerson State Park, just to name a few.  All CITs will all also be trained in, and receive certification by, the Red Cross in CPR and First Aid. 





The Counselor in Training Unit is designed for 8-10 young adults so interested teens should apply to join the unit as soon as possible if they want to go on the these wonderful trips since the unit is limited in size and is filling up fast.





This is a full nine week program and regular summer camp fees and the scholarship application process apply.  The program runs over the course of two years and 1st Year CIT’s pay the full summer camp fee but 2nd Year CITs only pay for half of the summer and then receive a stipend and actually work for the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod Summer Camp during the second half of the summer as a Junior Counselor at the Camp.  The program runs from June 25 through August 24th and payment plans and camp scholarships are still available for this program in limited amounts with documentation of need. The weekly fee for Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod CIT unit is $145 a week and includes a special C.I.T camp T-shirt.
