The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is a nonprofit youth-serving organization that serves close to 700 children annually, and 150 on a daily basis during the school year.  The Club runs an affordable summer day camp program that serves 120 children every day for nine weeks in the summer.   The children that they serve come from nine Cape communities and range in age from 6 to 18 years of age.  82% of the children at the club are between the ages of 6 and 12, with 18% age 13 and over.  


 Annual dues of $15 a child ensure that no child is ever turned away because of finances.  The other $500 a year that it costs to serve each child is raised in the local community and from corporate partners.   Approximately 48% of the members live in a single-parent home.  Sixty percent of the children come from families who earn less than $40,000 in annual household income.  


 The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod provides basic decision making and life skills training through educational and recreational activities, arts, positive role models and opportunities that would otherwise be out of reach for many of the youth that we serve.  


In Boys & Girls Clubs, young people are encouraged to reach their full potential as productive, responsible and caring citizens.  And it works!
