SUMMER GOLF PROGRAM FOR KIDS & TEENS





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod would like to invite Cape Cod children and teens, ages 7-17, to participate in a free Summer Golf / First Tee Golf Program at MGA Links at Mamantapett, in Norton, Massachusetts.   





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod will transport up to 12 participants to the Links Course in Norton on Tuesday mornings starting the week of July 10 and running through the week of August 6th.    Participants will leave from the Boys & Girls Club at 9:30 am and return there at the end of the day. The program at the golf course runs from 11 am to 1:30 pm and participants leaving from the Boys & Girls Club will be returned there by 3 pm.   The program starts on July 10 and runs every Tuesday for seven weeks through August 14th.  There is also the possibility for participants to play with a pro on a local golf course one additional day a week.





The program is free for the participants, thanks to funding from the First Tee Program of Massachusetts and a grant from the U.S. Golf Association, however, participants must be, or become, members of the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod.     Sign up for the Summer Golf Program will be on a first come, first serve basis.

The First Tee of Massachusetts is dedicated to promoting and preserving the integrity and values of the game of golf in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts. It aims to align itself with youth agencies and entities for the purpose of introducing children to the game of golf and its inherent values in an affordable and accessible manner. 





The home base of The First Tee of Massachusetts is located at MGA Links at Mamantapett, an 18-hole, par 3 facility in Norton, Massachusetts. Each year, more than 400 youth from 25 different Bay State communities, including Cape Cod, participate in a seven-week golf and life skills development program at MGA Links at Mamantapett. 





As part of the curriculum, the children progress through a series of golf lessons where they are introduced to the different aspects of a golf course including the green, tee, fairway, rough, bunkers and water hazards.  They are also introduced to the basic elements of the game of golf and the swing including distance and accuracy control, course management, how to score, pace of play, proper grip, stance, and posture. Differing amounts of on-course play take place from week two through week seven. 





In addition to golf, the participants are introduced to the nine core values inherent to the game including honesty, integrity, confidence, responsibility, perseverance, sportsmanship, judgment, respect and courtesy.  





The life skills experience is the platform used in getting the participants to become comfortable with introducing themselves to others, meeting new people, learning something new, setting goals, and dealing with conflict. The life skills learned are useful for the participants both on and off the golf course.





The First Tee Program is a World Golf Foundation initiative dedicated to providing young people of all backgrounds an opportunity to develop, through golf and character education, life-enhancing values such as honesty, integrity and sportsmanship. The intent is to offer opportunities for improvement in the quality of life and create a platform where children can increase their potential for success.


The First Tee Life Skills Experience is used to further enhance and instill the inherent values of the game of golf, and show participants how these values transfer into other aspects of their lives.  Students are taught about responsibility, courtesy, how to make decisions by thinking about the possible consequences, how to set goals, how to define those goals, the importance of maintaining a positive attitude as well as the importance of showing respect for others.


All of The First Tee facilities are public facilities and have open times for participants of all ages.
