The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod has extended their summer camp into one additional week!  The Camp will be open for the first three days of the week of August 27-August 29, which is the week right before Labor Day, and the hours for everyone will be from 8:00 am until 5:30 pm.  The group will be going on three very special field trips.  





“We added on the extra days the last two years when we learned that there was a real need for programs in that last week of the summer.  This is a very special three day camp and has been a big hit with both the kids and their parents,” said Executive Director Ruth Provost.  “There will be no extended hours because we are going to start at 8:00 am, with the bus leaving at 8:15 on most days.  The three field trips are going to some very special places.”





On Monday, August 27 the group will be going to Canobie Lake Park.  Canobie Lake Park, located in Salem, New Hampshire, has over 85 Rides, Games, Live Entertainment and Attractions. Spin high into the air on board their newest attraction the Xtreme Frisbee, scream your way around their corkscrew coaster, slide down the classic Log Flume, or take a gentler ride on the Kiddie Dragon Coaster or Antique Carousel! On Tuesday, August 28, the kids at the Camp will be going to Water Country, New England’s biggest water park, in Portsmouth, NH.  Kids will be able to �go through waterfalls, fountains and caves on the ¼ mile long river ride, slide down steep and twisty water slides, play on a pirate boat or swim in New England's largest wave pool containing 700,000 gallons of water where they can catch the waves or splash around bubble bay on the left side of the wave pool. 





 On Wednesday, August 29, the final trip of the summer will be to Six Flags New England in Agawam MA. Six Flags New England has just about every kind of ride for every kind of rider. Whether you want to take to the air on the #1 steel coaster in the world, Superman: Ride of Steel, spin head-over-heels on Catapult, or experience the magic of the classic Carousel, kids will find rides and games for all ages at Six Flags New England.  Six Flags even includes a family-friendly water park that boasts two 500,000-gallon wave pools, more than a dozen slides, a children's play area, and the recently added water coaster, Typhoon. 





“Because most of our staff goes back to college in August, we will only have one unit and this group will be limited to 36 campers of all ages,” said Jr Mell, Unit Director of the Club.  “These extra days filled up fast last year so parents need to call and register as soon as possible.”





The full-time professional staff of the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod directs Camp Algonquin and all counselors are professionally trained and certified in compliance with the regulations of the Massachusetts Department of Health and licensed by the Mashpee Board of Health. A Red Cross certified lifeguard accompanies the children whenever they are at the beach or a water park.  The tuition for the extra week is $180 per child and includes all three special field trips.
