On this Saturday, October 3rd they are holding a game filled event for the entire family in celebration of “Lets Just Play” Day sponsored nationally by Nickelodeon and the Boys & Girls Clubs of America and on Monday October 4th the Club will present their first “Parents Night at the Club” which is open to all families of all children on Cape Cod.  





The Clubs “Let’s Just Play” Day is on Saturday October 2nd from 10 am until 2 pm and is open to all Cape Cod families and their children.  There will be three large bounce obstacle courses and play structures, tricycle races, face painting, free pizza and hot dogs, games, contests, and prizes.  The event is free and open to all so join in the fun and spend some quality time just playing with your kids!





The first of a series of seminars for parents will be held at the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod on Monday evening on October 4th   from 6:30 until 7:30 pm.  Entitled “Fast Forward to the Future” the event will feature an interactive “chat” about raising kids with Bobbi Moritz.  Parents will explore the universal questions about will my child be ready to step out and make responsible decisions when they are 18? 21? What do I wish for them? What do they wish for themselves? Even though they will still be part of my life, they will be young adults who must be ready to begin their own journey into the future, what does that future look like?





Educator and trained parenting facilitator Bobbi Moritz will offer an interactive discussion about how we can guide our own children into their future with confidence.  There will also be a brief update about the new education program at the Boys & Girls Club.  





Designed for working parents, the forum will last for only an hour, kids - ages 5-16 only - are welcome to spend the time in gym playing while the parents talk, and the Club will serve coffee and desert to participants.  There is no fee to attend or registration required unless you are bringing children, however, a call to let the Club know if you are coming will help them plan handout packets.
