BACK TO SCHOOL OPEN HOUSE AND NEW FALL PROGRAMS AT THE BOYS & GIRLS CLUB OF CAPE COD





On SEPTEMBER 7& 8 the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod will be hosting a back to school OPEN HOUSE and MEMBER REGISTRATION from 5-7 pm.  The Club will be serving free pizza and hot dogs both evenings and there will be games and craft projects available for the kids.  Membership is only $25 for the entire school year and is open to any child aged 6-18 who lives anywhere on Cape Cod.  Membership entitles children and teens free access to the Club and most programs, including free tutoring, every day after school and during school vacation weeks.   





Membership forms must be filled out by parents or guardians every year and do not carry over from year to year.  Children may visit the Club once without being a member but membership is required after that.  Parents should come prepared with the names and numbers for emergency contacts and their family pediatrician’s information.





The Club will reopen for regular After School programming on Monday, September 11 and will be open Monday to Friday from 2 until 6 pm for children in grades 1-8.  Teens in grades 9-12 will be able to access tutoring, MCAS help, college application help,  and other programs at Mashpee High School starting at 2 pm. during the week.  Teen nights will start the week of September 25 and be held every weeknight after that from 6-8 pm at the Boys & Girls Club Clubhouse and on Friday night from 6-10 pm.  In addition, the Boys & Girls Club is open Saturdays starting in November and during all school vacation weeks.  





The $25 membership fee gives kids free access to the gym, game room, art programs, computer room, education programs, and an a host of on-going adult supervised programs.  Most of the programs offered at the Club are free but some programs, like Mad Science and special field trips, may have an additional fee.  Limited scholarship money is available based on certified need for programs that require an additional fee for materials.    Children who have parents serving in the Armed Forces of the United States will have the $25 membership fee waived.





Children can sign up for the new fall programs during the Open House on September 7 or at anytime thereafter.  Programs like Mad Science, Babysitting, and Photography fill up fast so please register early.  





Fall programs are still being developed but include Homework Help & Tutoring, Image Makers Photography classes, Mad Science for 8 Weeks, Goals for Growth, which is a goal setting program for young people, Torch Club for Middle School youth, which is a community service and leadership group that takes on special community projects while having fun, Babysitting for kids in 5th-8th grades,   Cooking with Jr, Karate two times a week,  3 on 3 Basketball Tournaments, the Ecology Club for middle school aged children, Boys and Girls Pool Leagues, Arts & Crafts, Computers, Career Preparation & Exploration for middle school and high school kids, and Teen Nights every night of the week from 6-8 pm starting in late September.  There are also weekly programs that run short term and these will be posted at the Club along with new offerings on a regular basis.  





The Boys & Girls Club also has a special artist in residence program coming up in October focused on Japanese drumming with Odaiko New England that is funded through a grant from Bank of America. 





Children from Falmouth and Barnstable can ride the RTA’s Sealine bus route, which runs up Rt. 28 between the two towns, and be dropped off right at the front door of the Boys & Girls Club by telling the driver when they board that they are going to the Boys &Girls Club.  The driver will make the regular stop at Mashpee Commons and then drive to the Boys & Girls Club, which is located at 31 Frank E. Hicks Drive, right off of Route 151 near the Mashpee Commons and directly behind the Mashpee Police and Fire Stations.
