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Mad Science Comes to the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod
Starting on Monday September 18, 2006, The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod will run an exciting 8 week program of Mad Science at the Club for children in grades K-6 on Mondays  at 4 pm.    The program is open to all Cape children but space is limited for this program and it fills up quickly.  Registration will be on a first come, first served, basis and children need to be Club members to participate. Club membership is only $25 for the entire school year, and is open to all Cape Cod children, ages 6-18.  It is the policy of the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod to provide services to all children regardless of financial circumstances.  Membership fees will be waived for families in the armed forces and for anyone with documented need of financial assistance.
Mad Science offers over a decade of experience in educating and entertaining millions of children throughout North America and many countries overseas.  Mad Science uses trained, reliable, and entertaining instructors and professional lesson plans, equipment and materials.  The Mad Science Enrichment Program includes a different unit each week. 
 In eight weeks, the boys and girls in the group will have an opportunity to enjoy hands on science that demonstrates basic science concepts in a fun environment.  Each child will be presented with a Certificate of Achievement upon completion of the program. 
The areas of science that will be explored include:
Acids & Bases:  
Children will uncover the secrets of chemistry and the effects acids and bases have on our daily lives. They will learn to test for acid rain, make their own CO2 fire extinguishers and watch as a film canister pops using an acid and a base.

Dry Ice:

They will explore the three states of matter.  Turn water to ice in 30 seconds, build a giant bubbling potion, carbonate plain drinking water, and create the awesome smoke illusions used in the movies.

Laser Light:

They will learn about light, colors, holograms, and special effects.  They will use a real laser to create illusions, design a light show, and compete in a friendly game of Laser Limbo, and more.

Matter of Fact

The kids will investigate the ingredients of the Universe!  They will build their own marshmallow molecules and play Alchemist by turning a nickel in to gold (well almost), and they will use a secret formula to make their own Mad Science Putty.

Rocket Building

They will build their very own model rocket.  This is a great way to investigate space flight and aerodynamics.

Space, the Final Frontier

This unit takes young enquiring minds on a quest to discover space!  The mission: to take an exciting look a planets, moons, comets, and the stars….to boldly go where bright young minds love to go.  (Space suits not required.) Children will return from their mission with their own piece of the skies!

Rocket Demo

Discover the dynamics of rocket flight.  They will touch and feel scale model rockets while learning how and why they fly.  The will take part in a NASA-style launching of model rockets that soar in the air and then return to the air by parachute.

 The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod (www.BoysGirlsClubCapeCod.org) serves close to 800 Cape Cod children and teens.   They provide daily programs and services after school and in the summer and are accessible to all Cape Cod children, no matter what their financial situation. Membership for the entire school year is only $25 and is open to any Cape Cod child or teen and includes unlimited use of the facility- the gym, the high speed internet computer room, the arts and crafts programs, pool, foosball, air hockey, Teen and TV room, education programs, character and leadership programs, and more  

During the school year, the Club is open after school M-F from 2-6 PM for children in grades 1-8, while teens in grades 9-12 are served at the Teen program at Mashpee High School until 4 pm starting Sept. 25.  The Kraft Family Club House is open for “teens only” Monday through Thursday from 6-9 and until 10 pm on Friday nights.  During the summer they run a summer day camp program from 7:30 am until 6:15 pm.  The Club provides programs that emphasize character and leadership development, education and career enhancement, health and life skills, the arts, and sports, fitness and recreation.  
Children can ride the Regional Transit Authority’s Sealine bus route between Barnstable and Falmouth to the Club.  The driver will drop them off at the Club after stopping at Mashpee Commons.  Children need to inform the bus driver when they board that they are going to the Boys & Girls Club.  Parents should call the RTA to arrange a pick up time if the child will be riding the bus home at the end of the day.
