Membership in the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is only $25 a child for the entire school year and entitles children ages 6-18 to unlimited use of the Club after school and during school vacations, including the gym, the high speed internet computer room, the arts and crafts programs, pool, foosball, air hockey, Teen and TV room, education programs, character and leadership programs, and more.  





Most of the programs offered at the Club are free for members but sometimes there is a small fee to cover the cost of program materials.  The Boys & Girls Club philosophy is to provide services to all children, irregardless of family income, and limited scholarship money is available to help cover fees when there is a documented financial need.





The Club is open from 2:45 to 7 PM Monday through Friday and on Saturdays from 9:30-4:30 for children in grades 1-8.  A Teen Club meets from 2-4 at Mashpee High School starting at the end of September.   In addition, regular “teen only” nights are held every week night from 6-8 and on Friday from 6-10:00 at the Kraft Family Clubhouse on Frank E. Hicks Drive.  





Children can ride the Regional Transit Authority’s Sealine bus route between Barnstable and Falmouth to the Club.  The driver will drop them off at the Club door after stopping at Mashpee Commons.  Children need to inform the bus driver when they board that they are going to the Boys & Girls Club.
