With support from the MSPCA of Cape Cod, the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod will be running a new Pet Care Program starting on October 26 at 4 pm and running on every Friday afternoon for five weeks.  Each week will feature a different type of pet and include a live hands-on demonstration on the care and handling of each species of animal.   


To start the program off the Capering Canines of Cape Cod will be bringing their performing dogs to the Boys & Girls Club. The Capering Canines of Cape Cod will present a musical freestyle “dancing” canine demonstration where kids will be able to watch the dogs and their owners spin, weave and walk backwards.  The behaviors are choreographed to music to match the silly or elegant attitude of each team.  Imagine your favorite dancing duo gliding across the stage with pure elegance and grace. Now, replace that dance partner with your favorite canine. Take that same elegance and add some pizzazz. Welcome to the World of Canine Musical Freestyle!  From spunky pups to sassy seniors, The Capering Canines of Cape Cod portray the individual personality of each dog thru music interpretation.

The program is free of charge for Club members and open to the any Cape Cod child ages 6-18.  Membership is $25 for the entire school year and entitles a child to attend the Club at anytime that it is open for their age group.   The membership fee may be waived for military families, teens, and any family with documented financial need.�


The Boys & Girls Club, where the program is taking place, is centrally located near the Mashpee Rotary and across the street from Mashpee Commons off of Route 151 at 31 Frank E.
