Membership in the Boys & Girls Club is only $25 for the entire school year and is open to all Cape Cod children and teens, ages 6-18.   The fee for the tournament will also buy a membership in the Club for the entire school year.  





Once a teen in grades 9 through 12 has a membership in the Club, they can participate in all Club activities and go to the Club whenever it is open, M-F from 2 to 6pm at Mashpee High School and at the Kraft Family Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod  Clubhouse from 6-8 every week night.  Teens in grades 7& 8 may attend the regular after school program at the Clubhouse Monday-Thursday from 2-6 pm and on Friday nights until 10 pm. The Club is also open on Saturdays in the winter, and all school vacation weeks during the day.  





The Club provides programs that emphasize character and leadership development, education and career enhancement, health and life skills, the arts, and sports, fitness and recreation.  Most Club activities and trips are free for Club members, including sports leagues, tennis lessons, horseback riding, arts & crafts, gardening, exploring nature, and individual educational tutoring, just to name a few.  Some programs, like Mad Science or trips to places like the Science Museum, cultural events, the Fright Factory, or Red Sox games at Fenway may have a small fee, but it is always lower for members and some scholarship money is available when needed.  Teens have access to “teens only” programs and can help plan dances and “teens only” events like Ski Trips or visits to Boston sports events.
