a Ski Trip Is Planned for Grades 4 and Up





On Friday, January 18, 2008 all of the schools on Cape Cod will be closed for a teacher training day.  The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod will be open all day and providing supervised activities available to all Cape Cod children from 8:30 am until 5:30 pm.   





In addition, the Boys & Girls Club has also planned a Ski Trip to Wachusett Mountain for kids age 10 and up in grades 4 to 12 on January 18. The bus for the Ski Trip will leave the Boys & Girls Club at 6 am sharp and will return to the Boys & Girls Club at 6:30 pm.  Please note that there is a fee for the trip and lessons are not included, so children should already know how to ski or snowboard.  Lift tickets for children ages 10-12 are $28 and for teens 13 and up, $34.  Ski and Snowboard rentals are available but forms for the rental must be filled out in advance.  Ski/Snowboard rental fees are $26 per child and Helmet rental fees are $6 a child.  In addition, children will need to either bring lunch or money to buy lunch.   All fees include transportation to and from Wachusett Mountain and registration forms are available at the Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod.    





The Ski Trip is open to any child aged 10 or up in grades 4-12 on Cape Cod and is supervised by the staff of the Boys & Girls Club.  The trip is limited to 36 children so parents should sign their kids up as soon as possible.  





To spend the day at the Boys & Girls Club or to go on the Ski Trip, children must be, or become, members of the Boys & Girls Club.  The membership fee is $25 for the entire school year, and includes unlimited use of the Club’s programs including in the gym, the high speed internet computer room, the arts and crafts programs, pool, foosball, air hockey, Teen and TV room, education programs, homework help, free tutoring, character and leadership programs, and more whenever the Club is open for a child’s age group. 


 


 To go on the Ski Trip, children and teens must also have a signed parental permission slip and fees must be paid in advance.   The Club has limited scholarship money available to defray the cost of the field trip for families with documented need.  





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod itself will be open all day on January 18 from 8:30am until 5:30 pm for all Cape Cod children and will have lots of games and activities planned for those children not going on the Ski Trip.   





The Boys & Girls Club of Cape Cod is centrally located on the Upper Cape in Mashpee on 31 Frank E. Hicks drive off of Rt. 151 and behind the Mashpee Police & Fire Stations.  Membership in the Club is open to any Cape Cod child or teen ages 6-18.
