They provide daily programs and services after school and in the summer and are accessible to all Cape Cod children, no matter what their financial situation. Membership for the entire school year is only $25 and is open to any Cape Cod child or teen.  During the school year, the Club is open after school M-F from 2-7 PM for children in grades 1-6, while teens in grades 7-12 are served at the Teen program at Mashpee High School until 6pm.  The Kraft Family Club House is open for “teens only” Monday through Thursday from 6-9 and until 10 pm on Friday nights.  During the summer they run a summer day camp program from 7:30 am until 6:15 pm.  Pre-registration is required for summer camp. The Club provides programs that emphasize character and leadership development, education and career enhancement, health and life skills, the arts, and sports, fitness and recreation.
